CALL FOR SUBMISSIONS

Russian artists are encouraged to submit short video works for possible inclusion in a screening of Russian video, which is being organized by two U.S. nonprofit arts organizations, CEC International Partners and Art in General in collaboration with Russian contemporary art centers.  The video program will be shown in New York at Art in General and possibly other venues in the U.S. as well as at contemporary art centers across Russia.    The video works to be included in the program will be chosen by an independent panel of arts specialists in New York.

In conjunction with the video screening in Winter 2004, three Russian artists will travel to New York for 10 days to present the video program, participate in a discussion on Russian video art, and visit galleries, museums and artists’ studios.  The goal of their visit is to become acquainted with current trends in art and new video technology in the U.S. and to encourage cooperation and collaboration with their U.S. colleagues.   Artists will be chosen based on the quality of their work, past experience, and knowledge of English.

All video submissions must be in a VHS NTSC or VHS PAL format.  Applicants must also complete the attached form in English and include a cv/biography.
